                                     MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT

7.30 PM ON THURSDAY 6th JUNE 2019 IN THE CHURCH CENTRE, SHILLINGSTONE

PRESENT: Councilors M Webberley, R McNamara, K Ridout, P Aaron. County Councilor: P Batstone, Clerk D Green; Footpaths Officer G Rains, in addition, there were 3 members of the public in attendance.
425.  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE: Received from Cllrs Kennard, Gasson & Acton
425. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: None
426. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING: The minutes of the meeting held on 7th May 2019 were approved.
427. MATTERS ARISING: 

The Chairman told the meeting that he, Cllr Gasson & the Clerk had visited the ‘Big Yellow Bus Garden Project’ at Gains Cross at the request of Paul Williams, and Paul had provided a detailed diagram of the garden plans, and explained the way he intended to project to develop. The neighbour, who has since written to the Chief Executive of Dorset Council, a letter copied to the Parish Council, had apparently been initially consulted by the Paul Williams and appeared to be supportive of the plans. Cllr Batstone told  the meeting that the letting decision was taken by the county land agent who was aware that an alternative site to the one at Okeford Fitzpaine was being sought and the decision to let the site to the project had been taken with due authority within Dorset Council. Cllr Batstone stated that there had not been any complaints in Okeford Fitzpaine. The Chairman said that for the time being the project would have the support of the Council and would be monitored.
428.  PUBLIC SESSION TO RAISE ISSUES 

Mike Powell raise the issue of the grassy bank outside the Church Centre which appears to have been missed in the last strimming. The Clerk will enquire & advise.
429. CO-OPTION REQUIREMENTS
The Council discussed a co-option application by Richard White. It was resolved to appoint Richard to the Council. He will formally take office at the next meeting.
430. COUNTY COUNCILORS REPORT
Cllr Batstone outlined the main recent events involving Dorset Council. 

The Council has declared a ‘climate change emergency’, and a working party has been set-up to consider this and identify ways of reducing the council’s carbon footprint. Cllr Ridout enquired as to whether there were any initiatives to encourage climate change policies locally, possibly related to recycling. Cllr Batstone suggested that the Council invite Dorset Waste Partnership to a future meeting to explain what further action households could take with regard to waste disposal.  

A school in Weymouth the has applied for Academy status; this is an Ofsted recommendation and cannot apparently be stopped

There have been two Royal visits, by Prince Charles to the Community Land Trust at Powerstock, and by the Duke of Gloucester to Shire Hall in Dorchester

A danceathon has been held to raise funds in aid of Friends of Dorset Care Leavers, this supports for young care leavers to assist with outings and events.
431 FOOTPATH OFFICER REPORT
Graham Rains gave his report:

There was a footpath clearance event at White Pit on 7th June in association with Dorset Rangers. Cllr Rideout would put this on the local Facebook page

The footpath adjacent to Shillingstone House will be cleared shortly.

There has been some vandalism to the diversion footpath by the Station; apparently the new saplings had been pulled out and thrown away, though have since been re-planted. All are though generally very impressed by the diverted path

iv) To consider a proposal to appoint a contractor to empty the play area waste bins
The Clerk reported that he had met with a representative of Dorset Waste Partnership with a view a taking out a contract to empty the waste bins at Hine Town Lane & Augustan Avenue. They have agreed empty each bin for £4.80 per bin on a fortnightly basis, commencing week beginning 10 June. The Council resolved to agree to this arrangement which deals with a difficult problem.

ii) Play Areas

The Clerk reported that the application for a loan of Public Works Loan of £25,000 has gone through initial checks and is now with the Ministry of Housing, Communities & Local Govt for consideration, who have asked for further information. This has been supplied by the Clerk and we await their response. Details of the purpose of this loan are now available on the Shillingstone app and website.

The Clerk also reported that he had two meetings with contractors to discuss proposals, Redlynch Leisure & Star Rubber, and received 3 quotes in total. 

The Chairman reported that he and the Clerk had visited a play area in Colehill to look at Tigermulch installation by Star Rubber. The Chairman was impressed by the resilience of this surface with is very well used. Star Rubber, the inventors of Tigermulch and who licence the use of the material to other installers (E.g. Redlynch), do appear to be very interested in taking on the work which could be completed in mid-late July or early September. The quote from Star Rubber is the most competitive and their approach to taking on the work is very positive. The Council resolved to appoint Star Rubber to complete the work if funding is received. Various Tigermulch colours were discussed, the Council being in favour of ‘Jungle Jump’; the Clerk was asked to obtain a sample of this and bring to the next meeting.

Augustan Avenue
The Chairman reported that further damage to the wet pour surface near the multiplay at Augustan Avenue had occcured, although this had been patched, the Council needs to consider in the longer term whether complete re-surface with ‘Tigermulch’ would be the best course of action.
